The second LIFE Stories event was held at St Joseph's Catholic College 
on April 23rd.  Approximately 60 people gave up the opportunity to 
enjoy a balmy April evening to listen to some serious discussion 
between Swindon's own Dr Carole Collins, LIFE spokesperson Joanne 
Hill, and Bishop Ambrose Griffiths who travelled from Preston for the 
occasion. 
 
The panel addressed questions from the audience on abortion, 
euthanasia, and the clerical abuse of children with the openness and 
insight which comes from extensive experience in dealing with such 
issues from the perspectives of medical practice, LIFE education, and 
pastoral care.   
 

The strong message of "life is always to 
be cherished" was underpinned, for 
example, by Dr Collins who stated that 
she had never, in many many years of 
medical practice across the globe, been 
asked by someone to help end their life, 

and that what people want and deserve is 
to die well, with good palliative care.  
 
Joanne Hill, who regularly represents LIFE 
perspectives in radio and television 
interviews, spoke powerfully of her experience in presenting pro-life 
arguments to teenagers in schools.
